Dear Patrons,


There was a school Board Meeting last night in the High School Cafetorium.  I appreciate all the staff and parents that attended.  The following decisions were made:

 

          1.  Minutes and expenditures were approved.

          2.  Principal reports were presented.  It was announced that the Annual Report to the public will be held at our next Parent/Community Meeting on Monday, October 20, at 6:00pm in the High School Cafeteria.

          3.  Three student transfers into the District were accepted.

          4.  There was a bid opening for the sale of some elementary playground equipment.  This was advertised in the paper and the highest bidder was approved by the Board.  The income from the sale of this equipment will be put towards the purchase of new elementary playground equipment.

          5.  The PPC presented a request for a policy change on the issue of when teachers are to apply for a range increase in pay due to changes in college hours/qualifications.  The Board approved the increase of two teachers who missed the deadlines for this year.  The Board requested the PPC to provide some wording to change the policy so teachers are better informed about the deadline.

          6. It was decided to purchase two 2004, diesel, 77 passenger, Thomas busses from National Bus Sales.  These busses will replace two old gas busses we currently have on bus routes.

          7.  The Board approved the purchase of an Automated Voice Emergency Notification System.  This will be used to notify parents in the event of emergencies at the schools, school closings and general announcements.  Parent surveys can also be conducted on the system.  The decision was to use School Reach.  

          8.  It was decided to take the draft school needs lists back to the schools and seek input from the staff.  The request by the Board was to have these lists prioritized at each campus.  A copy of the current list is attached for your information.

          9.  Mrs. Emily Walters was employed as an elementary teacher and will be working at the Kg. level.  Mrs. Buffy Hoyt was employed as an elementary teacher and will be working at the grade 1 level.  Mrs. Rondi Davidson was employed as a Bookkeeper 2 to assist the staff in the District Office.  She has about 8 years experience with school bookkeeping.  The addition of staff in the District office should help with the back log of work in the area.  It is essential for the school district to keep up in area of its operations.
