Our last Board Meeting was March 3 and was relatively short compared to previous meetings, finishing around 8:30.  We discussed all the usual agenda items plus a elementary building project update was given.  We are hoping to move into some of the new kindergarten classrooms on or by the Spring Break.  I also gave a report that our baseball project (renovating the field)  is completed and the season is underway.  Our next project will be to finish the weight room.
 

The school calendar for next year was discussed in detail.  One was adopted for final approval at next month's meeting. The Board will take suggestions on the proposed calendar before making the final decision.
 

From time to time it is important for an organization to update their direction, goals and anticipated outcomes.  The Board did approve the new District Mission Statement, Vision Statement and Curriculum Policy.  These documents are important as they give direction for the School District over the next several years.  These documents provide a heavy focus on expectations and continued improvement of the school district.
 

We had some resignations from three staff members and we have some vacancies to fill.  We presently have a vacancy for a paraprofessional (Special Education Teacher Aide) and a High School Councilor vacancy. 
I am currently working on several areas.  We have the move of the kindergarten classes into new classrooms at the moment.  Then we have to move the Preschool over to the vacated kindergarten classrooms.  This will free up some classrooms for Nabholtz to continue renovations.  I am also working on school personnel policy for next year.  This has to be put in place before the next school year starts.  The administration team and I have also started or school planning, organization and budgeting for next year.   This is a busy time of years for schools.  On top of all this we have the state required testing going on.
